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Writers in an era of change: the early empire through the eyes of
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Abstract. The article focuses on the literary perception of political
and socio-cultural transformations in the Roman Empire in the second
half of the 1st century and the eatly 2nd century AD, using Juvenal's and
Martial's satirical works as an example. The period was characterized by
the disintegration of the polis and the alienation of the Roman citizen's
private life from the interests of the traditional Roman civil community,
which manifested itself in various aspects of life, from visual arts to legal
practice. Educated residents of Rome, poets Juvenal and Martial among
them, felt discrepancy between the established age-old models and the
imperial shifts, responding to it with a moralizing tone. Both writers
portrayed Rome in a critical way, seeing it as a place where greed
prevailed, ancestral dignity was disregarded, and sycophancy,
denunciation, and sexual deviations flourished. Juvenal and Martial
shared similar perception of the new era, and engaged in a direct creative
dialogue with each other. Their exchange of ideas revealed one more
discourse, that is important in the context of understanding the current
socio-cultural situation, the theme of escapism, which encourages
individuals to leave worldly concerns and urban life in favor of rural
pastoralism and creative pursuits.
